David Willers, General Manager of BSI gave an overview of the development of the Standard.
General comments/questions and issues raised:

The current name of BSI is similar to the British Standards Institute (BSI)

How will the certification system work?

Will there be an independent agency to control certificates?

What other crops use the Book & Claim system?

What about organizations already using I1SO 14000 etc?

How will the BSI ensure transparency between grower and miller and guarantee that the grower receives
proceeds.

Peter Turner, Leader of the Agronomy Technical Working Group

Peter Turner reviewed the Standard with the participants and the following issues were brought forward
for discussion.

2.3.4 Potable drinking water. This is not a problem for large companies, however in some remote areas
there is no potable water even available for the community, this is an issue the Government needs to
address.

Question is would it be fair to use this indicator for a small holder in this situation?
Agreed yes as it is possible to treat water or boil it.

2.3.2 Training in first aid - 1 person per team. The team definition should include reference to a max of
20 people.

4.1.2 Biodiversity conservation - agreed with the idea of farm biodiversity conservation leading to an
increase in the value of the certificate - i.e. benefit to maintaining natural areas on a farm.
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4.1. Ecosystem services - require more emphasis on water (An indicator is included in principle 5.)
3.1.2 Sugarcane yield - figure should be 90 (85 too low for irrigated)

Biomass increase 15 tons on 100 ton crop (15%)

4.1.2 Biodiversity - High Conservation Value - doesn’t the law cover this?

Yes in some countries but need to spell requirements out to cover countries without adequate laws.

Use of EIA? The EIA would most likely result in a requirement for mitigation activities to allow the
project to go ahead. Mitigation would depend on Country enforcement and if the country’s system is not
reliable this might be a problem.

The World Bank has set criteria for a number of environmental issues with detailed standards.

5.2.1 Water consumption. The overall opinion is that rainfall should somehow be included a model that
has been developed at an international level probably exists.
